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1.2 Battery

1.2.1 How to Use
Inserting battery

® Then, slide the battery lock to secure the battery.

® Plug in authentic AC adaptor plug to wall jack and DC jack to power connector of
cradle.

® Insert PDA to device slot to start charging the PDA. Make sure that the device is
connected to the cradle correctly.

To turn on the device, attach fully charged main battery and press the power button briefly.

1.3.2 Power off

Press and hold the power button for more than 5 seconds to turn off the device.

1.3.3 Sleep mode
Device will automatically enter ‘Sleep mode’ to save battery if there is no constant usage.

By default, backlight is turned off after 30 seconds of null state and will enter sleep mode if
the device is not used for 1 minute on battery power.

The time can be set from Start>Settings—>System->Backlight for backlight off time and
Start=>Settings=>Power for sleep mode.

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1.4 Memory card

1.4.1 Inserting memory card

® Pull up the SD cover to insert the MicroSD.

® After placing the MicroSD, pull down the cover and slide down the cover to secure
the MicroSD card.

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2.5 Reset

2.5.1 Soft reset

When an unexpected error occurs while using the device, SOFT RESET allows your device to
restart, similar to rebooting a computer. It will adjust memory allocation - all records and
entries are retained after soft reset but unsaved data or files will be lost.

® Press the RESET BUTTON briefly.

2.5.2 Clean boot

When an unexpected error cannot be solved with SOFT RESET, perform CLEAN BOOT to
restart the system. It will erase all data stored in the device except data stored in Flash Disk
and return to its default settings.

Follow below steps to CLEAN BOOT. (> +© )
® Turn off the device by pressing the power button more than 10 seconds.
® Press and hold Right direction button then press the power button.
® ‘Clean Boot’ will be displayed on screen and press ‘3’ to precede clean boot.

® Device will be initialized after clean boot that is, clean boot deletes everything
except data stored in Flash Disk.
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2.6 Sync with PC

Sync is simplified form of Synchronization, which enables files transfer or back-up data
between PC and the device.

To synchronize the device with PC, one of the following sync programs must be installed on
the PC. Please download appropriate program depending on the operating system of the

2.6.1 How to sync

After step 4, your PC will automatically detect M3 BLACK and install Pocket_PC driver. Once

the driver installation is done successfully, you should be able to transfer files or back up files
on the device.
